Report of Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust for the year
2017-18.

JNPT has maintained its premier position in container
handling by achieving a throughput of 4.83 million TEUs of
containers during 2017-18. During the year, the port
handled 66.00 million tonnes of cargo as compared to
62.15 million tonnes during the previous year. The
Container Traffic increased by 7.41% as compared to
previous year. Two BOT operators, NSIGT and APMT
have shown a growth of 48.14% and 13.13% in terms of
TEUs and 49.14% and 14.3% in terms of tonnage
respectively. The throughput at JNPCT and NSICT
declined by 3.4% and 12.00% interms of TEUs and 9.45%
and 11.5% in terms of tonnes. The Traffic of bulk cargo also
increased by 6.78% as compared to previous year.

In all, against 4.5 million TEUs handled in the previous
year, JN Port handled 4.83 Million TEUs. The share of
JNPCT was 1.48 million TEUs (30.66%), NSICT 0.64
Million TEUs (13.26), NSIGT0.66 Million
TEUs(13.64%) , APMT 2.03 million TEUs (41.96%),
and the remaining 0.02 million TEUs (0.48%) were
contributed by M/s. BMCTPL. The container traffic
handled by JN Port accounts for 52.91% of the total of
the TEUs container handled by all Major Ports in the
countryin2017-18.

The following development projects were under
implementation during the year:

Development of Fourth Container

Terminal at JNPT.

M/s Bharat Mumbai Container Terminals Pvt. Ltd.
(BMCTPL) was awarded the development of Fourth

HATART
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Container Terminal on DBFOT basis through a
Concession Agreement on 6th May 2014. The date of
award was 22nd Dec. 2014. BMCTPL is India's largest
FDI project in the Port Sector, with an estimated
investment, of INR Rs.7,935 crores spread over eight
years for two phases (Phase | Rs.4719 crores and Phase
IIRs.3196 crores).

The project comprises two phases — each phase
comprises 1 Km of quay line, 16.5 mtrs depth at berth, 12
quay cranes, 46 RTG Yard cranes and 4 RKGC cranes for
its rail yard generating a capacity of 2.4 Million TEU (total
4.8 MTEU).

As per schedule, the work of Phase | was completed on
22nd December 2017 and the Terminal put to in operation.

Development of Coastal Berth :

Inorderto give momentum to coastal shipping, Govt. of
India has decided to have coastal vessel berth in every
major port where cargo handling shall be free from
custom and immigration formalities. Accordingly,
JNPT has decided to construct coastal berth with quay
length of 250 mtr and back up area of 11 Hector with
capacity of 2.5 MTPA. The work is awarded to M/s.
RKEC Project Ltd. at their quoted price of Rs. 143.32
Crores and the work was commenced after receipt of
Environmentalclearance dated 18.04.2017 and notice
to commence dated 24.04.2017. The 26% work has
been completed at work is scheduled to be completed
by 23" May, 2020.

crores and the same is in progress. Completion period is
18 months.

Road Connectivity 6/8laning: Implementing
agency NHAI through SPV viz. M/s Mumbai JNPT
PortRoad Company Ltd. of JNPT,NHAI& CIDCO.

Widening of Port Highways

To catertothe future traffic, JN Port, through NHAI, has
awarded the work of widening of 43.9 Kms. length of
NH 4B, SH 54 and Amra Marg Linkages to 6 / 8 lanes
along with two lane service roads by SPV formed by
JNPT, NHAl and CIDCO. This project will be executed
on EPC mode in 4 civil packages. The work for all four
packages was awarded in October 2015 and it is
expected that the widened highways will be ready in
thisyear.

Estimated/Awarded cost :
Rs.2,935.91 Crores/Rs.2,051.71 Crores

Estimated capacity : No capacity addition. However, this
project will help in faster evacuation of traffic resulting in
increase in efficiency of handling of cargo,
generated by existing terminal & 4th CT.

Issuance of Work Order : 10.10.2015

Completion ofthe Project:  10.10.2018

The projectis delayed due to land acquisition issues.

Note: The implementing agency is NHAI. The project is
being funded by JNPT. However being SPV partner,
JNPT will monitor the progress of the project regularly and
inform the MOS.

The Port has decided to finance the project by
securing 400 million dollars through ECB. As regard
the commencement of the EPC contracts certain

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issues such as Land Acquisition, shifting of utilities,
forestclearance,etcare beingsorted outby NHAI. The
work at site has commenced in full swing from Oct.,
2016.

Modernization of Ports:-

a) Special Economic Zone - SEZ

JNPT, the premier container port in the country, has setup
a multi-product Special Economic Zone (SEZ) in its free-
hold land of 277 hectares at Navi Mumbai, for which
formal approval has been received and SEZ related
compliances have been completed. The multi-product
'Port based SEZ' aims to boost exports by enabling port-
led industrialization. The Port has taken up the work of
development of Port Based SEZ in 277 hectares. The
EPC contract to develop basic infrastructure at cost of Rs.
476 Crores was awarded on 07.10.2016 and the work is
in progress.

The SEZ once occupied is expected to generate Rs 7,000
Cr of investments and provide direct and indirect jobs to
1.25 lac in the region. The SEZ is expected to create jobs
in the entire industrial value chain in the region across
sectors like logistics, raw material processing, and
maintenance & support services like housekeeping,
accounting and legal, among others.

In Jan 2018, JNPT achieved a key milestone by allocating the
first 6 land parcels in the SEZ, totaling 15 acres, to companies
from the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprise (MSME)
segment via. Tender-cum-auction methodology. These
companies are working in employment intensive sectors like
Food Processing, Agro commodities and Engineering.

The SEZ project continues to receive strong interest from
export oriented MSMEs in Maharashtra. As on date, 50
companies have expressed interest in setting up units in
the SEZ. Currently, JNPT is in process of tendering for
allocating of land to create FTWZ and other small 11 units
and the process is likely to be completed by August /
September 2018. Further tendering for large size area will
be processed in due course of time. These companies
alone are expected to generate investment in the tune of
Rs 500 crores and will provide immediate employment to
about 10,000 - 15,000 people.

Several global giants (Foxconn, DP World, SB Energy - GCL,
Ascends, and Indospace) have also expressed interest in the
project and are committing to generation of employment and
investment in a time bound manner. Discussions with these
companies on their interest are going on.

JNPT- SEZ isthe Special Planning Authority (SPA) from
December 2017 for the SEZ project. This will further help
in reducing the setup time and cost for companies in the
SEZ thus facilitate essence of the “Ease of doing
business”.
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b) Developments of Dry Ports:- To boost the hinterland
traffic, it has been decided to develop Dry Ports at Jalana,
Wardha, Nasik andSangali. The work at Jalna&Wardha
has commenced. The dry Ports at Nasik and Sangali are
atplanning stage.

Channel and JN Port Channel

* Atpresent, JN Port is handling vessels having a draft
of 14 mi.e. 6,000 TEUs capacity by taking advantage of
tidal window. This was done under phase-l work with cost
of about Rs.1500 crores. The work was completed in April
2014.

*  With increase in container cargo volume and increase in
capacity of container carrying vessels fleet worldwide, JN
Port has decided to navigate new generation bigger size
container vessels with wider beam and deeper drafts by
widening and deepening of the existing channel further from
14.0 to 15.0 m draft with vessel capacity of 12,500 TEU. The
estimated cost of the project is Rs.2306 including applicable
service tax. The additional traffic throughput expected is 1.67
Million TEUS due to deepening and widening of the channel.

The proposal includes capital dredging of the existing
channel to be widened from existing 370 m to 450 m for
straight reach, channel to be extended from existing 33.5
Km to 35.5 KM, draft of channel to be increased from
existing 14 m draft to 15 m draft, estimated quantity to be
dredged at the tune of 35.03 million cu.m including 1.73
million cu.m rock dredging. The scope of dredging work
includes soil dredging and rock dredging by Trailer
Suction Hopper Dredger (TSHD) and Cutter Suction
Dredger (CSD) with pre-treatment by drilling and blasting
before deployment of CSD respectively.

The subject work has been awarded to M/s Boskalis Smit
India on 31* March 2017 after receipt of approval from
Ministry of Shipping and Environmental Clearance from
MOEF. The contract period for this project is 24 months
from the date of award of work. The contract was
awarded on lump sum basis. The commencement notice
for the work was given to the contractor on 10" April 2017
in accordance with the contract and the contractor
commenced pre-dredging survey along with
magnetometer survey by 1* May 2017 and completed on
2" June 2017. The dredging work commenced after
receipt of requisite clearance for Dredger for soil dredging
work on 2™ Sept, 2017 and the hopper capacities of the
dredger is 32000- 35000 cum. The rock dredging work is
completed and soil dredging work is in progress.

Allotment of plots to JNP PAPs under 12.5% land
allotment scheme

1. The first draw of lots through E-lottery system was
conducted by CIDCO on 27" December, 2016 at CIDCO
Bhavan, CBD-Belapur, Navi Mumbai. In the first lot 149

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award holders out of about 3524 award holders have been
allotted 25 plots.

2. The second draw of lots through e-lottery system was
undertaken by CIDCO Bhavan, CBD Belapur, on 1%
March, 2017 wherein 322 award holders have been
allotted 35 plots.

3. The third draw of lots through e-lottery system was undertaken
by CIDCO Bhavan, CBD Belapur, on 27" November, 2017
wherein 488 award holders have been allotted 59 plots

Other Infrastructure Development

Under improvement of infrastructure, JNPT created
parking yards for undocumented export containers,
facilitated infrastructure for Customs for clearance in
the Parking Yards, commenced the Centralized
Parking Plaza Project and commenced widening of
roads.

i) Creation of Customs Processing Zones

JNPT created parking yards for undocumented export
containers for all terminals of JNPT. These parking yards
were converted to processing areas w.e.f. 05-12-2016 as
facility for Customs clearance and port documentation.
The parking yard operation ensures that only containers
that have received approval from Customs and are fully
documented proceed to the terminal gate. This has
brought in discipline at the port roads and contributed
significantly in removing congestion.
ii) Development of Centralized parking Plaza

In addition to the existing parking areas at JN Port,
Port is developing Centralized Parking Plaza,
admeasuring 45 ha. The work of Centralized Parking
Plaza commenced in March 2017 and it is expected to be
completed in 18 months. It is a 'state of the art' integrated
facility which includes Customs clearance, Parking for
undocumented container trailers, Dormitories for truck
drivers and Auto Repairs Zone.

lii) Procurement of e-RTGCs:

JNP Container Terminal has added a 15 new e-
RTGCs by replacing its 6 old RTGCs, This will enhance its
yard productivity in terms of increase in Berth and Crane
Productivity and reduction in Turn Round Time or
otherwise accommodate bigger parcel size windows /
vessels with the same fleet.

Corporate Social Responsibility:

As a part of CSR JNPT has to make the provision of 2% of
the net profit for CSR fund. Accordingly JNPT has made
provision of Rs. 17.5 Crores for the year 2017-18. The
following activities have been undertaken under this
programme :-

1) JalyuktShiwarWork: Requests were received from
Government of Maharashtra JNPT to utilize CSR funds for
JalyuktShiwar Work in drought affected areas of

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Maharashtra. The funds will be utilized for desilting, deep
CCT widening and Deeping of Nala's/River and hiring of
Machinery. Accordingly, JNPT received requests from the
District Collectors of Wardha, Amaravati, Washim, Jalgaon,
Jalna, Latur, Usmanabad, Nashik. Apart from this, financial
assistance was also given to Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar
Vaidhyakiy Pratishthan, Aurangabad, MadhavNetralaya
Eye Institute & Research Centre, Nagpur, Bhawani Mata
SewaSamiti, Nagpur, Hanuman KridyaPrasarakBahu-
uddyeshiya Mandal, Akot, Gulshan Foundation Mumbai,
J.K.Trust, Mumbai, VaransaiKalyan Ashram Maharashtra,
Shri Shiv ChhatrapatiPratishthan, Pune. The total fund
released is Rs.26.85 Crores.

administered to the employees and cleanliness drives
were undertaken at Administration Building, Port Area,
Hospital, Auto Garage and Workshop. The banners and
posters were displayed in Schools, Port Area, Township,
Shopping complex. The rally about cleanliness was
undertaken by the school children. Painting and quiz
contest for school children were also carried out.

Many activities were carried throughout the year which
included Plantation, beautification of parks, painting of
public building, upkeep and cleaning of office premises,
toilets, corridors and stairs of Admn.Bldg., POC, Training
Centre, Guest House, Port Area, Hospital, School
premises, Auto Garage, Stores etc. The oldand notin use
furniture/fixture, electrical and electronics equipment's
were also disposed of.

The Operating Income of the Port increased to Rs.
1,890.88 Crores in 2017-18 from Rs. 1,700.97 Crores in
2016-17. The Operating Expenditure in 2017-18 was Rs.
751.24 Crores as against Rs. 804.97 Crores in 2016-17.
The Operating Profit achieved is more than Rs. 1,000
Crores i.e. Rs. 1,139.64 Crores in 2017-18 against Rs.
896 Crores in the Previous Financial year. The Profit
before Tax in 2017-18 has increased to Rs. 1,442.27
Crores from Rs. 1,344.74 Crores in 2016-17. The Net
