| have great pleasure in presenting the Administration Report of Jawaharlal Nehru Port Authority for the year
2022-23.

3.1 OPERATIONAL PERFORMANCE:

JNPA has maintained its premier position in container handling by achieving a throughput of 6.05 million TEUs of
container during 2022-23. During the year, the port handled 83.86 million tonnes of cargo as compared to 76
million tonnes during the previous year. The Container Traffic increased by 10.28% in tonnes as compared to
previous year. Two BOT operators, BMCT and NSICT have shown a growth of 37.72% and 15.73% in terms of
TEUs and 46.12% and 22.68% in terms of tonnage respectively. The throughput at NSIGT is declined by 4.14%
TEUs, however, there is growth of 3.37% in terms of tonnage as compared to previous year. JNPCT witnessed a
decline of 53.23% in TEUs and 53.44% in tonnage as compared to previous year. The Traffic of Bulk cargo
increased by 11.07% as compared to previous year.

In all, against 5.68 million TEUs handled in the previous year, JN Port handled 6.05 million TEUs. The share of
JNPCT was 0.21 million TEUs (3.4%), NSICT 1.1 million TEUs (18.13%), NSIGT 1.14 million TEUs (18.79%),
GTI 1.85 million TEUs (30.52%), BMCT 1.71 (28.33%) and the remaining 0.05 (0.82%) million TEUs were
contributed by NSFT, who have taken over the operations of JNPCT in February 2023.

3.2 FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE:

The Operating Income of the Port increased by 12.33% to Rs.2,546.23 Crores in 2022-23 from Rs.2,186.61
Crores in 2021-22. The Operating Expenditure reduced in 2022-23 to Rs.1,209.68 Crores as against
Rs.1,211.59 Crores in 2021-22. The Operating Profit in2022-23 increased by 38.25% to Rs.1,336.55 Crores
against Rs.975.02 Crores in the Previous Financial year. Provision of Rs.13.29 Crores during F.Y.2022-23 was
made in Extra Ordinary item for SVRS Scheme. Further Extra Ordinary Expenditure of Rs.215.92 Crores was
incurred on Ex Gratia payments of 471 Employees who applied for SVRS Scheme in Previous F.Y.2021-22. The
Profit before Tax in 2022-23 has increased by 85.83% to Rs.1,578.13 Crores from Rs.849.23 Crores in 2021-22.
There is an increase of 86.28% in the Net Profit after Tax in 2022-23 to Rs.1,097.84 Crores from Rs.589.35
Croresin 2021-22.
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3.3 INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT:
3.3.1 Fourth Container Terminal at JN Port

M/s Bharat Mumbai Container Terminals Pvt. Ltd. (PSA) was awarded the development of Fourth Container
Terminal on a DBFOT basis through a Concession Agreement on 6" May 2014.

The project comprises of two phases — each phase comprises 1 Km of quay line, dredging of maneuvering area,
12 quay cranes, 46 RTG Yard cranes, and 4 RMGC cranes for its rail yard generating capacity of 2.4 Million TEU
each (total 4.8 MTEU). The cost of phase | is Rs.4,719 Crs and estimated cost of Phase -ll is Rs.3,196 Crs. As per
schedule, the work of Phase | was completed on 22™ December 2017 and put into operation with a capacity of 30
MTPA.

The commencement of Phase Il of 30 MTPA capacity is delayed and work commenced on 17.04.2022 after
receipt of amendment in EC for revised layout and after fulfilment of conditions precedent. The work is in
progress.

Benefits of the Project

° Increase the overall Port handling capacity to 10.7 Million TEUs
° Reinforces JNPA's position as the premier container port of India
° Adds another world class Port Operators PSAin JNPA

Status

Phase | is put to in operation since 22™ Dec. 2017. Environmental Clearance, CRZ Clearance and Consent to
Establish for phase-ll facilities are received. Phase Il Work is commenced on 17.04.2022.

3.3.2 Greenfield Port at Vadhavan, Maharashtra

Maharashtra has only two major ports i.e. Mumbai Port and Jawaharlal Nehru Port. Both the Ports are
constrained in the evacuation of cargo for the past several decades due to the development of the city areas
around them as well as due to limited depths in the harbour which allows only up to 15 mtrs draft ships to berth.
The Arabian coast at Vadhavan towards the north of Mumbai is most suitable and ideal for the development of a
new port where a natural depth of 20 meters is available at a distance of about 4 %z nautical miles from the shore.
The location is about 12 Km from the National Railway grid and about 35 Km from NH8. JNPA proposed to
develop Vadhavan Port along with the participation of Govt of Maharashtra (Maharashtra Maritime Board) and
an MoU was signed on 5" June 2015 to set up a new port at Vadhavan. Vadhavan Port has been notified as a
Major Port under the Indian Ports Act 1908 by Government of India on 19.02.2020. This port will be jointly
implemented by JNPA and Maharashtra Maritime Board with a shareholding of 74% and 26% respectively. The
port will be developed based on Landlord Port model.
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Benefits of the Project

° When fully developed it will be India's own Mega Port with a draft of 18 m and a capacity of 23.4 Million

TEUS /300 MTPA.
° Itwill reduce India's transshipment cargo handled outside India which is at present 75%
Status

° In principle approval for setting up of Greenfield Port project in Vadhavan is received in Feb. 2020.

e  The notification of Vadhavan Port as major portis published in the official Gazette of Gol on 19/02/2020.

° Detailed Design and detailed Engineering is completed through consultant for requirement of
investment decision of Gol.

e The ToR for obtaining Environmental Clearance (EC) was approved by EAC of MOEF & CC in its meeting
held on 26/08/2020 and various studies as compliance to ToR of EC are completed.

° Efforts are underway to create positive public opinion among the local populace for commissioning
Vadhavan Port project.

° Rail connectivity & road connectivity are planned to be implemented through DFCC/MOR & NHAI
respectively.

3.3.4 Coastal Berth

To give momentum to coastal shipping, the Govt of India has decided to have coastal vessel berth in every major
port which is to be located in the shallower portion where large International ships cannot come, to
accommodate the coastal vessel wherein the cargo handling shall be free from Customs and immigration
formalities. Responding to this requirement, JNPAhas builta 'Coastal Berth' having a length of 250 m, draft of 11
m, backup area of 11 Ha and capacity of 2.5 MTPA (1.5 MTPA of liquid cargo and 1 MTPA of general coastal
cargo).

Benefits of the Project

It will reduce the delays caused due to Port related paperwork and customs formalities thus save time and
enhance overall Trade.

Status

(i) The coastal berth was completed on 30" March, 2021 and commissioned on 6" July 2021.

(ii) Concession agreement signed with consortium of J M Baxi Ports & Logistics Ltd. on 15.11.2022.

(iii) New Terminal, Nhava Sheva Distribution Terminal Pvt Ltd is likely to commence operations from July
2023.

3.3.5 Development of Additional Liquid Cargo Jetty

To meet the growing demand of the liquid cargo JNPA has developed a liquid jetty with capacity of 4.5 MTPA at a
cost of Rs.181 Crores. The jetty will have having twin berths to handle 70,000 DWT vessels on one side and
25,000 DWT vessels simultaneously on both sides of the jetty.
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Benefits of the Project
Capacity enhancement of 4.5 Million Tonnes of liquid cargo in JNPA. It shall not only reduce the pre-berthing

waiting period of vessels but also bring down the Turn Around Time of the port and maximise benefit to the
importers.

Status
° The construction work is completed on 31* May 2023.
o The tenders for operationalization of this jetty through PPP mode is in progress.

3.3.6 SEZPlotDevelopment

This is a unique and India's first multi-product SEZ project spread over 277 hectares located next to Jawaharlal
Nehru Port, India's leading container port. This industrial hub, inaugurated by Hon'ble PM of India in 2014, is
meticulously designed with state-of-the-art infrastructure to boost export-oriented industries in India. Being
close to JNPA, the project promises ready availability of access to global markets, and strong multi-modal
connectivity. Access to upcoming multi-modal infrastructure projects including Navi Mumbai airport, DFC rail
corridor, Trans-harbour road link further increases the attractiveness of JNPA SEZ as a manufacturing
destination. JNPA SEZ aims to set a new benchmark in port-led industrialization, and thus play a key role in the
Ministry of Shipping's Sagarmala vision of 'Port led Industrialization'. The SEZ has investment opportunity for
various sectors, like Food processing, Engineering, Cosmetics, Auto components, Pharmaceuticals amongst
others. There is also a Free Trade Warehousing Zone (FTWZ) being developed which will further accentuate
value of this project.

Benefits of the Project

° Location: JNPA-SEZ has a geocentric advantage of being well-connected locally and globally. It has the
location advantage of being near Mumbai, the economic capital of India. Being less than 5 Km away from the
JNPort, this industrial zone has direct access to global markets via JNPA's Container Terminals.

o Connectivity: The SEZ is directly connected to state and national highways. Road transportation is facilitated
with the up-gradation of state and national highways to 6-8 lane roads and with the upcoming Sewri - Nhava road
connecting the JNPA-SEZ area to Eastern Mumbai. The Alibaug Virar multimodal transport corridor having approach
at Khopta junction shall add transportation advantage. JNPA is on the Western Dedicated Freight Corridor, offering
ready access to markets in the north.

° Longer Lease Period: JNPA SEZ is allotting the land on 60 years lease to investors. The allotment is done through
transparent e-tender cum e-auction process.

° Single Window Clearance: JNPA SEZ provides single window clearance for approvals about the units which are
given possession in JNPA SEZ. This is facilitated as JNPA is awarded the Special Planning Authority (SPA) and
Electrical distribution licensee status by GoM as per SEZ Act provisions.

° Employment: Itis envisaged to generate 57,000 jobs and Rs. 4,000 Crores of investment.
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Status

* The development of infrastructure is completed in June 2021 and the units are provided with all
necessary supportto commence their operations.

» Adedicated electric substation of 45 MVA capacity is developed and same is commenced from March
2021.

» Environmental Clearance and Consent to establish & operate are received.

* Outofthe277 Haland, 162 Ha (@ 400 acres) to be allotted on 60 years lease.

» Atotal of 33 investors are allotted land in JNPA SEZ of around 62 ha (~140 acres), which included 84
acres of land for M/s Nhava Sheva Business Park (NSBPL) for FTWZ.

* 8 units in JNPA SEZ have generated their first invoice from their JNPA SEZ unit and are declared
operational unit and thus JNPA SEZ is now first Port based operational multi product SEZ from June
2020.

* 3 more units have started their construction activities and are planning to commence their operations
soon.

3.3.7 Road Connectivity 6/8 Lanning

JNPA executed this work in order to reduce the congestion on its approach roads and enhance connectivity to
hinterland. This was the first project in port sector which availed the low interest loan of foreign banks. In all
43.9 Km of roads were built at a cost of Rs.3,201 Cr. The main roads are 6/8 lanes along with two lane service
roads on both sides. The road has grade separators, clover leaves and a number of flyovers to avoid
congestion where the road passes through local villages. The work was executed by NHAI. The works
completedin July 2021.

Benefits of the Project

Establishes better road connectivity for the Port, reduces congestion and reduces the TAT of trucks visiting
the port adding to their number of trips which enhances overall Trade The service roads on both sides of the
main road have facilitated the commute of locals from one village to the other without using the highway
which has resulted in reduction in number of accidents and loss of life and property.

3.3.8 DryPortatWardha

Conceptually, a Dry Port/ ICD is an intermodal terminal situated in the hinterland servicing a region
connected with one or several ports by rail and/or road transport and is offering specialized services between
the Dry Port and the overseas destinations. Normally the Dry Port is container-oriented and supplies all
logistics facilities including various Value addition opportunities, which are needed for shipping and
forwarding agentsin a port.

The port has acquired 140.01 hectares of land for development of Dry Port in May 2017 from M/s. SICOM
Limited at a cost of Rs.88.34 Lakhs. An expenditure of Rs.126.83 Cr has been incurred for development of
infrastructure, electric power and rail connectivity.
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NPA & NHAI/NHLML has signed MoU on 22/10/2021 for development of MMLP at Nagpur-Wardha. As per the
provisions of MoU, the SPV has been formed and the further development of MMLP project will be executed
by NHAI/NHLML being a lead member of SPV. The MMLP will be monitored by NHLML and therefore, no
further investment will be made by JNPA

3.3.9 DryPortatJalna

The Dry Port is situated in Jalna near the Aurangabad district of Maharashtra and is being constructed over an area of
182 hectares in a phased development.

The construction work including engine reversal line, loading platforms, compound wall etc. is completed and
engine trial has been completed on 29.03.2023.

SPV formation with NHAI for development of project as a multi model to logistic park has been approved by MOPSW
and MOU is signed on 21/9/2022. The MMLP now will be implemented by NHLML under SPV between NHML of NHAI
and JNPA

3.4 Corporate Social Responsibility:

JNPA is keeping a provision of 1% of the net profit for the CSR Fund in line with guidelines on Corporate
Social Responsibility for Major Ports — 2020 issued by the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways
Accordingly JNPA, allocated Rs.5.89 Crores for CSR activities which need to be implemented through
specialized agencies as per the aforementioned guidelines.

In the year 2022-23 JNPA has disbursed Rs.80 Lakhs to Bhatke Vimukta Vikas Pratishthan, Solapur for Skill
Development and Industrial Training Institute, Rs. 24.97 Lakhs to Suhit Jeevan Trust, Raigad for Providing
Special Education to Mental Disabled Students, and Rs. 10 Lakhs to Jan Shikshan Sanstha, Raigad for Skill
Development Training. An amount of Rs.1,14,97,000/- has been disbursed.

JNPA could not disburse the remaining amount for the projects approved by the Board in the absence of
approval from the Ministry.

3.5 Swachh Bharat Abhiyan:

As a part of Swachh Bharat Abhiyan, an oath was administered to the employees and cleanliness drives were
undertaken at Administration Building, Port Area, Hospital, Auto Garage and Workshop. The banners and
posters were displayed in Port Area, Township, and Shopping complex.

Many activities were carried throughout the year which included plantation, beautification of parks, painting of
public building, upkeep and cleaning of office premises, toilets, corridors and stairs of Admn. Bldg., POC,
Training Centre, Guest House, Port Area, Hospital, School premises, Auto Garage, Stores etc. The old and
notin use furniture/fixtures, electrical and electronics equipment were also disposed off.
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I would like to state that the above achievements were possible only with the active support from the officers,
the employees, the trade unions etc. | also acknowledge valuable patronage and partnership of our esteemed
clientele, viz., the shipping lines, shipping agents, shippers, custom house agents, freight forwarders, CFS
operators, importers and exporters.

I, particularly appreciate the active co-operation and remarkable contributions made by our valued private
partners viz., Gateway Terminals (India) Pvt. Ltd. (GTIPL), Nhava-Sheva International Container Terminal
(NSICT), Nhava Sheva International Gateway Terminal (NSIGT), Bharat Mumbai Container Terminal Pvt.
Ltd. (BMCTPL), Nhava Sheva Free Port Terminal (NSFT) and Bharat Petroleum Corporation Ltd. The
Container Corporation of India, Indian Railways, CFS and Tank Form Operators in and around JN Port area
and the Customs Department have accelerated the achievement of higher throughput. | also acknowledge
the co-operation extended by the local people/bodies and the District Civil and Police administrations.

11.12.4 Third Party Audit of Tank Farm Third Party Audits of Tank Farms handling petroleum oil and lubricants (POL) was
conducted through Oil Industry Safety Directorate (OISD) from 1st August, 2022 to 5th August, 2022 to ensure
compliance of Safe Operating Procedure. OISD made 46 observations during the Audit and accordingly
compliance has been made for 37 points by respective stakeholders and for balance observations compliance will
be made in due course.

11.12.5 Safety Audit: Safety Auditof all container Terminals was conducted through National Safety Council from 9" to 13"
January, 2023 to ensure safe work environment at Port.

11.12.6 Navigational Safety Audit: Navigational Safety Audit of JN Port and the Common User Navigational Channel of
JNPA/MBPAwas conducted through M/s.Indian Register of Shipping for formulating 10 years' road map with regard
to the requirement of Port Flotilla, Number of Pilots and Mooring Crew, to formulate Business Continuity Plan and
Navigational Risk Assessment/ Mitigation Plan, to revise existing Marine SoPs, to formulate weather and Port
closure policy etc. The recommendations of the Audits have been implemented to enhance Navigational Safety,
Safety of Ships by way of installing small docking aid alongside of the berth for safe berthing of vessels, also,old
Navigational Buoys have been replaced with new one for further augmentation of Navigational Safety.

11.12.7 Handling of IMDG Class 1.4S Explosives Export: Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways have notified CB0O1,
CBO06, GTI2 and BMCT2 Berths for exporting IMDG Class 1.4S Explosives out of India by Sea in accordance with
the conditions prescribed by Petroleum and Explosives Safety Organizations (PESO) vide its letter
No.G.22(47)155/Explosives, dtd.2/12/2022. This work was carried out in shortest possible by the Marine Dept.
after receiving instructions from MoPSW.
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11.13 Marine Pollution Control:
11.13.1  The Marine Pollution Control cell carries out regular pollution prevention and control checks.

11.13.2 Regular planned drills are being conducted every week in each tug on rotation basis to check the Oil Spill
Dispersant spraying systems.

11.13.3 The Port has provided reception facility for ship generated oily waste as per Annex-l and garbage as per
Annex-V of MARPOL 73/78 through Empanelled Vendors to the vessels calling JNPA. The cleaning of
the jetty stepsis also carried out through private Contractor. The said facility was audited by DG Shipping
on 13/07/2022.

11.13.4 One Multi-Purpose utility launch (MPUL ) is hired for attending minor/local oil spills and collecting floating
debris from the Port waters.

11.13.5 Updated Local Oil Spill Response Contingency Plan in line with NOS-DCP 2015 is forwarded to Indian
Coast Guard for vetting.

11.13.6 As per the Memorandum of Understanding between Mumbai Port Authority, Jawaharlal Nehru Port
Authority, Bharat Petroleum Corporation Limited other participating oil companies on the
implementation of the National Oil Spill Disaster Contingency Plan (NOS-DCP) within Mumbai Harbour,
the contractis awarded to M/s.Sadhav Shipping Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai by MbPA for setting up Common Tier-
| facility (spillage up to 700 MT) and the facility is already commissioned in the Month of February, 2015
at Jawahar Dweep, Mumbai Port Authority. The said MoU was renewed on 31/10/2018 and is valid upto
31/08/2023.

11.14  Marine Conservancy:

11.14.1 For safe navigation of ships in JNP Waters, the Port has installed 11 Nos., 3.0-meter dia. Polyethylene
Buoys. The inbuilt Solar Powered Lights are installed on all Navigational Buoys.

11.14.2 Solar LED Marine Lantern installed on Barnacle Beacon for Safe Navigation of ships in JNP Waters.

11.14.3 The Port achieved an availability of 100% of Navigational Aids provided for Safe Navigation of ships in
JNP Waters.

11.14.4 The Port renders Passenger Launch Service for Port Users, employees and others between Mumbai to
JN Port. Presently, 16 round trips are operated during fair season and 14 round trips in foul season.

11.15 Fire and Safety

11.15.1 M/s. Wadia Body Builders, Ahmedabad supplied one Multipurpose Fire Tender, one Water Bowser and
one Ambulance for JNPT SEZ at total cost of Rs. 4,54,69,800/- on 03/10/2022 against the work order
for “Design, Build, Supply, Testing and Commissioning of one Multipurpose Fire Tender, one Water
Bowser and one Ambulance for JINPT SEZ”.

11.15.2 Marine Department has commissioned the Fire Station building on 24/09/2022 at JNPASEZ.

11.15.3 JNPAFire & Safety Section has attended totals 51 nos. of fire and other Emergency calls during the
year 2022-23

Financial year. Provision of Rs.13.29 Crores during F.Y.2022-23 in Extra Ordinary item for SVRS Scheme.
Further Extra Ordinary Expenditure of Rs.215.92 Crores was incurred on Ex Gratia payments of 471
Employees who applied for SVRS Scheme in Previous F.Y.2021-22. The Profit before Tax in 2022-23 has
increased to Rs.1,578.13 Crores from Rs.849.23 Crores in 2021-22. The Net Profit after Tax in 2022-23 has
increased to Rs.1,097.84 Crores from Rs.589.35 Crores in 2021-22.

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GENERAL INFORMATION

313.1 Thefollowing development projects were underimplementation during this year

13.1.1 Development of Fourth Container Terminal at JN Port

M/s Bharat Mumbai Container Terminals Pvt. Ltd. (PSA) was awarded the development of Fourth Container Terminal
on a DBFOT basis through a Concession Agreement on 6" May 2014. The project comprises of two phases — each
phase comprises 1 Km of quay line, dredging of maneuvering area, 12 quay cranes, 46 RTG Yard cranes, and 4
RMGC cranes for its rail yard generating capacity of 2.4 Million TEU each (total 4.8 MTEU). The cost of phase | is
Rs.4,719 Crs and estimated cost of Phase -ll is Rs.3,196 Crs. As per schedule, the work of Phase | was completed on
22" December 2017 and put into operation with a capacity of 30 MTPA. The commencement of Phase Il of 30 MTPA
capacity is delayed and work commenced on 17.04.2022 after receipt of amendment in EC for revised layout and
after fulfilment of conditions precedent. The work is in progress.

Benefits of the Project
e Increase the overall Port handling capacity to 10 Million TEUs
o Reinforces JNPA's position as the premier container port of India

Status
Phase | is put into Operation since 22™ Dec. 2017. Environmental Clearance, CRZ Clearance and Consent to
Establish for phase-ll facilities are received. Phase |l Work is commenced on 17.04.2022

13.1.2 Development of Greenfield Port at Vadhavan, Maharashtra

Maharashtra has only two major ports i.e. Mumbai and Jawaharlal Nehru Port (JNPA) which are constrained in the
evacuation of cargo for the past several decades due to the development of the city around it as well as due to limited
depths in the harbour which allows only up to 15 mtrs draft ships to berth. The Arabian Sea coast at Vadhavan towards
the north of Mumbai is most suitable and ideal for the development of a new port where a natural depth of 20 Meters is
available at a distance of about 4 V2 nautical miles. The location is about 12 Km from the National Railway grid and
about 35 Km from NH8. The JNPA has proposed to develop Vadhavan Port along with the participation of Govt of
Maharashtra (Maharashtra Maritime Board) and an MoU was signed on 5" June 2015 to set up a new port at
Vadhavan as a Major Port to be notified under the Indian Ports Act 1908 by Government of India. This port will be jointly
implemented by JNPA and Maharashtra Maritime Board with a shareholding of 74% and 26% respectively. The port
will be developed based on Landlord Port model.

Benefits of the Project
Development of a new major port at the West coast of India, with a draft of 18 Meters, for handling all cargos.

Status

e Inprinciple approval for setting up of Greenfield Port projectin Vadhavan in Feb. 2020.

e The natification of Vadhavan Port as major portis published in the official Gazetted of Gol on 19/02/2020.

e Detailed Design and detailed Engineering is completed through consultant for requirement of investment decision of
Gol.

e The ToR for obtaining Environmental Clearance (EC) was approved by EAC of MOEF & CC in its meeting held on
26/08/2020 and various studies as compliance to ToR of EC are completed.

o Efforts are underway to create positive public opinion among the local populace for commissioning Vadhavan Port Project

e Rail connectivity & road connectivity are planned to be implemented through DFCC/MOR & NHAI respectively.

13.1.3 Construction of Coastal Berth
To give momentum to coastal shipping, the Govt of India has decided to have coastal vessel berth at each major port
which is to be located in the shallower portion where large International ships cannot come, to accommodate the
coastal vessel wherein the cargo handling shall be free from custom and immigration formalities. Responding to this
requirement, JNPA has taken up the project of 'Coastal Berth'.
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GENERAL INFORMATION

The work comprises of construction of 250 m long Coastal Berth with 2 trestles 94 m long each with backup area
reclamation of 11 hectares. Dredging to achieve a dredged depth of 11 m at Berth pocket and backside of the berth is
completed for handling port crafts with a dredged depth of 6m below CD. Capacity for handling liquid cargo of 1.5
MTPA and General Coastal cargo of 1 MTPA.

Benefits of the Project
It will reduce the delays caused due to Port related paperwork and customs formalities and thus save time and
enhance overall Trade. Environmental Clearance, Consent to Establish and Consent to operate are received

Status
The coastal berth was completed by 30" March, 2021. Appointment of operator for Coastal Berth along with Shallow
Water Berth through PPP mode is completed and concession has been awarded.

13.1.4 Development of Additional Liquid Cargo Jetty
To meet the growing demand of the liquid cargo JNPA has decided to develop a liquid jetty of 4.5 MTPA. The jetty will
have twin berths to handle 70,000 DWT vessels on one side and 25,000 DWT vessels simultaneously on both sides of
the jetty. The EPC work is awarded to M/s. ITD Cementation at award cost of Rs. 181 Crs.

Benefits of the Project
Capacity enhancement of 4.5 Million Tons of liquid cargo in JNPA. The waiting period of vessels shall be reduced and
it shall benefit the importers.

Status
e  Thework completed on 31* May 2023.
e Thetenders for operationalization of this jetty through PPP mode is in progress.

13.1.5 SEZPlotDevelopment

This one-of-a-kind 277 hectares multi-product SEZ project is located next to Jawaharlal Nehru Port, India's leading
container port. JNPA SEZ is the first port based multiproduct operational SEZ PAN India.This industrial hub,
inaugurated by Hon'ble PM of India in 2014, is meticulously designed with state-of-the-art infrastructure to boost
export-oriented industries in India. Being close to JNPA, the project promises ready availability of access to global
markets, and strong multi-modal connectivity. Access to upcoming multi-modal infrastructure projects including Navi
Mumbai airport, DFC rail corridor, Trans-harbour road link further increases the attractiveness of JNPA SEZ as a
manufacturing destination. JNPA SEZ aims to set a new benchmark in port-led industrialization and thus play a key
role in the Ministry of Shipping's Sagarmala vision of 'Port led Industrialization'. The SEZ has investment opportunity
for various sector, like Food processing, Engineering, Cosmetics, Auto components, Pharmaceuticals amongst
others. There is also a Free Trade Warehousing Zone (FTWZ) being developed which will further accentuate value of
this project.

Benefits of the Project

e JNPASEZ has a geocentric advantage of being well-connected locally and globally. It has the location advantage
of being near Mumbai, the economic capital of India. Being less than 5 km away from the JNPA Port, this industrial
zone has direct access to global markets via JNPA's Container Terminals.

e The SEZ is directly connected to state and national highways. Road transportation will be facilitated further with
the up-gradation of state and national highways to 6-8 lane roads and with the upcoming Sewri - Nhava road
connecting the JNPA SEZ area to Eastern Mumbai. The Alibaug Virar multimodal transport corridor having
approach at Khopta junction shall add transportation advantage. JNPA is on the Western Dedicated Freight
Corridor, offering ready access to markets in the north.
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JNPA SEZ is allotting the land on 60 years lease to investors. The allotment is done through transparent e-tender
cum e-auction process.

JNPA SEZ provides single window clearance for approvals about the units which are given possession in JNPA
SEZ. This is facilitated as JNPA is awarded the Special Planning Authority (SPA) and Electrical distribution
licensee status by GoM as per SEZ Act provisions.

Itis envisaged to generate 57000 jobs and Rs. 4000 Corers of investment.

Status:

The development of infrastructure is completed in June 2021 and the units are provided with all necessary
supportto commence their operations.

Adedicated electric substation of 45 MVA capacity is developed and same is commenced from March 2021.
Environmental Clearance and Consent to establish & operate are received.

The JNPASEZ outof 277 Haland, 162 Ha (@ 400 acres) to be allotted on 60 years lease.

Atotal of 33 investors are allotted land in JNPA SEZ of around @ 62 ha (@140 acres), which included 84 acres of
land for M/s Nhava Sheva Business Park (NSBPL) for FTWZ.

8 units in JNPA SEZ have generated their first invoice from their JNPA SEZ unit and are declared operational unit
and thus JNPASEZ is now first Port based operational multi product SEZ from June 2020.

3 more units have started their construction activities and are planning to commence their operations soon.

13.1.6 Road Connectivity 6/8 Lanning:

The work is awarded in four packages, the implementing agency is NHAI. The project is funded by SPV. The works
completed by July 2021.

Benefits of the Project
Establishes better road connectivity for the Port and reduces congestion which enhances overall Trade.

Status:
Work is completed.

13.1.7 DryPortatWardha
Conceptually, a Dry Port/ ICD is an intermodal terminal situated in the hinterland servicing a region connected with one
or several ports by rail and/or road transport and is offering specialized services between the Dry Port and the
overseas destinations. Normally the Dry Port is container-oriented and supplies all logistics facilities including various
Value addition opportunities, which are needed for shipping and forwarding agents in a port. The Dry Port is situated in
Sindi village, Wardha district of Maharashtra and is proposed to be constructed over an area of 140 hectares in a
phased development.

SPV formation with NHAI for development of project as Multi Modal Logistics Park has been approved on 8th October
2020. The MoU is signed between JNPA & NHAI on 22.10.2021 after approval of MOPSW. The MMLP now will be
implemented by NHLML under SPV with NHLML of NHAl and JNPA.

13.1.8 DryPortatJalna
The Dry Port is situated in Jalna near the Aurangabad district of Maharashtra and is proposed to be constructed over
an area of 182 hectares in a phased development.
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SPV formation with NHAI for development of project as a multi model to logistic park has been approved by MOPSW
and MOU is signed on 21/9/2022. The MMLP now will be implemented by NHLML under SPV between NHML of
NHAl and JNPA.

13.2 Staff Strength :

13.2.1 The port has 862 employees on its roll on 31* March, 2023 which includes 82 female employees.

13.2.2 Reservation:
According to the Govt. orders in respect of Class-l and Il posts, reservation for SC, ST and OBC is 16.66%, 7.5%
and 25.84% respectively in direct recruitment. Similarly, in respect of Class-IIl and IV posts, the reservation is
10%, 9% and 27% respectively in direct recruitment. Similarly, in respect of Class — Il & IV posts, the
reservation is 10%, 9% and 27% respectively in direct recruitment. In case of promotion, the reservation for SC
and STis 15% and 7.5% respectively. In promotion, there is no reservation for OBCs.

13.4 Rehabilitation of Project Affected Persons (PAPs).
The port has provided direct jobs to 907 project affected persons (PAPs) in JNPA itself and a large number of
indirect jobs in various other activities.

13.5 Township
The Port has constructed 2033 residential units in its Township. JNPA employees and JNPA have occupied 175
units and 658 units have been allotted to the Port Users and others, 416 units have been allotted to the CISF and
balance 784 quarters are lying vacant as on 31% March 2023.

13.6 Industrial Relations:
The Industrial Relations situation in the port during the year 2022-23 was overall satisfactory.

13.7 Accidents:
There were NIL Fatal and one non-fatal accident occurred inside the Port area during the year 2022-23.
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13.8 Education:

The Port has pre-primary, primary and secondary schools (English and Marathi Medium) in the Port Township.
Rustomjee Kerawalla Foundation, Mumbai, manages these schools. In addition, an English medium school run by
St. Mary's JNP High School is also operating in JNP Township.

With a view to encourage the intelligent wards of the port employees, the port awarded scholarships to 96 wards of
the port employees during the year under the scholarship scheme. The rate of scholarship ranges from Rs. 800/-
and Rs. 2,000/- upto the Junior College level, Rs. 5,000/- for students who secure admission on merit in professional
degree courses and Rs. 7,000/- after completion of professional degree course in the first attempt. The total amount
of scholarship disbursed was Rs. 3,47,100/- in the year 2022-23.

13.9 Welfare Fund:
The Port granted financial assistance from Welfare Fund to Officers Club, Staff Club and met the cost of Insurance
premium for Group Personal Accident Insurance Scheme, Group Term Insurance, Scholarships and Celebrations
of festivals like Ganesh Chaturthi, Durga Pooja, Shiv Jayanti, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Jayanti. The Port also
granted financial assistance for Funeral expenses in case of unfortunate death of employees.

13.10 Canteens:
The Port runs three canteens at various places in the port premises i.e. Port Operation Centre, Administration
Building and JNPT Hospital.

13.12 Hospital:
During the year 2022-23, the following activities were carried out at JNPA hospital:

13.13 Management Services:
Management Services section is primarily responsible for providing all computerization and communication needs
of the port. The Information and Communications Technology (ICT) plays a significant role by leveraging its
benefits for efficient operations of port planning and other operational activities. To keep pace with the growing
needs for IT enabled services in JNPA, a master plan has been devised to upgrade its IT Infrastructure and
communications resources including Data Centre, Servers, Network backbone with necessary redundancy, its
supporting system & application software systems.

In order to facilitate the trade, Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) message exchange related to Vessels,
Containers, Customs and Finance have been implemented as a part of Port Community Systems (PCS 1x)
through its web portal. It is now migrated to Sagar Setu (National Logistics Portal-Marine (NLP-M)). Also, web
based applications i.e. Liquid Terminal Operating System (TOS), FOCUS, SPARCS N4 have been hosted for
agents/operators to provide details of the vessels, containers and the equipment information and entering of
container details from their desk in order to avoid duplicate entries and smooth operations at the Terminal.

FOCUS billing application has been deployed for invoicing of all operational services rendered by JNPA and
integrating with S4 HANA and GST portal, as per Gol mandate, for IRN invoicing.

JNPA has implemented SAP-Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) S4 HANA hosted on CtrIS Cloud with its
necessary integration with other critical application like SPARCS N4, Sagar Setu,
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In order to have network redundancy, Radio Frequency link between critical locations have been established.
Further, as part of wireless communications requirements for port operations JNPA have upgraded from VHF to
UHF based communications in order to have digital voice clarity and addressing the communications security
concerns.

e-office, Govt. of India's e-Governance initiative has been implemented across JNPA and have achieved a 100%
success of complete paperless file/document management system. This has been migrated on Railtel cloud.

JNPA Mobile App has facilitated the Port Customers to track container, traffic status around JNPA, Vessel on Berth
etc. Web Based Application for SEZ Customers enables to report and track their utility services complaints.

Cash Management System has enabled paperless payments to the JNPA Vendors. e Measurement Book in S4
HANA has enabled automated process of verification of measurement documents with audit trails.

Further, JNPA has implemented a comprehensive IP based CCTV port security surveillance system for the port
Area, covering all vital installation, to safeguard its critical infrastructure. As part of the project, a central command
and control room have been set-up at the North gate complex, for monitoring all port activities from port security
stand point, to compile to its ISPS requirement.

JNPA's cyber Security posture is reviewed regularly and no. of solution have been deployed/enhanced to project
the ICT Infrastructure. Also,

JNPA has deployed Security Information and Event Management (SIEM) solution with Security Operations Center
Services and Web Application Firewall (WAF) in order to comply with Cyber Security requirements.

To facilitate JNPA's customer needs, an Information Call Centre has been made operational.

JNPA is equipped with IP based Video Conferencing System and 4 nos. Digital EPABXs system along with the
redundancy in communication link, in order to meet all required communication requirements, for its efficient
functioning.

Under the smart Port Initiative program, JNPA has identified key activities for its implementation, for its
transformation journey to SMART PORT and will be undertaken for its implementation in phased manner.
