Authority for the year 2021-22.

3.0 JNPA has maintained its premier position in container handling by achieving a throughput of 5.68
million TEUs of containers during 2021-22. During the year, the port handled 76 million tonnes of
cargo as compared o 64 81 million tonnes during the previous year. The Container Traffic
Increased by 21.55% as compared o previous year. Four BOT operators, NSICT, BMCT, NSIGT
and APMT have shown a growth of 26 22%, 33.39%, 52.12% and 11.79% in terms of TEUs and
26.57%, 35.4%, 3B.73% and 11.19% in lerms of lonnage respectively. The throughputat JNPCT
is declined by 17.66% in terms of tonnes. The Traffic of bulk cargo also decreased by 2.27% as
compared lo previous year.

In all, against 4.68 million TEUs handled in the previous year, JN Porl handled 5.68 Million TEUs.
The share of JNPCT was 0.44 million TEUSs (7.74%), the share of NSICT was 0.95 Million TEUs
(16.67%), NSIGT 1.19 Million TEUs (20.87%), APMT 1.87 million TEUs (32.82%), and the
remaining 1.24 million TEUs (21.90%) were contributed by M/s. BMCTPL. The conlainer traffic
handled by JN Port accounts for 50.66% of the lotal container handling of 11.22 Million TEUs by
all Major Poris in the country in 2021-22.

4.0 The following development projects were under implementation during the year:

4.1 Development of Fourth Container Terminal at JN Port

Mi/s Bharat Mumbai Container Terminals Pvl. Lid. (PSA)was awarded the development of Fourth
Container Terminal on a DBFOT basis through a Concession Agreement on 6" May 2014. The
project comprises of two phases — each phase comprises 1 Km of quay line, dredging of
maneuvering area, 12 quay cranes, 46 RTG Yard cranes, and 4 RMGC cranes for its rail yard
generating capacity of 2.4 Million TEUs each (lotal 4.8 MTEUs). The cosl of phase | is Rs.4719
Crs and estimated cosl of Phase -l is 3196 Crs. As per schedule, the work of Phase | was
completed on 22™ December 2017 and put into operation with a capacity of 30 MTPA. The
commencement Phase || of 30 MTPA capacity is getting delayed due to Covid -19 pandemic and
delay in finalization of revised layoul. The work commenced on 17.04.2022 after receipt ol
amendmenl in EC for revised layout and after fulfilment of conditions precedent

Development of Greenfield Port at Vadhavan, Maharashtra

Maharashira has only two major poris i.e. Mumbai Port and Jawaharlal Nehru Port
(JNPA). Mumbai Port are constrained in the evacuation of cargo for the past several decades due
to the development of the cily around it as well as due to limited depths in the harbour which
allows only up to 15 mirs drafi ships to berth. The Arabian coast at Vadhavan towards the north of
Mumbai is most suitable and ideal for the development of a new port where natural a depth of 20
Meters is available at a distance of about 4 4 nautical miles. The location is about 12 Km from the
National Railway grid and about 35 Km from NH8. The JNPA has proposed to develop Vadhavan
Port along with the participation of Govt of Maharashtra (Maharashtra Maritime Board) and an
Maol) was signed on 5" June 2015 to set up a new part at Vadhavan as a Major Port to be notified
under the Indian Ports Act 1908 by Government of India. This port will be jointly implemented by
JNPA and Maharashtra Maritime Board with a shareholding of 74% and 26% respectively. The
port will be developed based on Landlord Port model.

Benefits of the Project
Development of a new major port at the West coast of India, with a drafl of 18 Meters, for handling
all cargos.

Status

In principle approved for seething up of Greenfield Port projectin Vadhavanin Feb. 2020.

The notification of Vadhavan Port as major port is published in the official Gazetted of Gol on

respectively.

Construction of Coastal Berth

To give momentum to coastal shipping, the Gowvt of India has decided to have coastal
vessel berth every major port which is to be located in the shallower portion where large
International ships cannot come, to accommodate the coastal vessel
wherein the cargo handling shall be free from eustom and immigration formalities. Responding to
this requirement, JNPA has taken up the project of "Coastal Berth'.
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Benefits of the Project

The work comprises of construction of 250 m long Coastal Berth with 2 trestles 94 m long each
with backup area reclamation of 11 heclares. Dredging lo achieve a dredged depth of 11 m al
Berth pockel and backside of the berth is also proposed for handling port crafts with a dredged
depth of 6m below CD. Capacity for handling liquid cargo of 1.5 MTPA and General Coastal cargo
of 1 MTPA. It will reduce the delays caused due to Port related paperwork and customs
formalities thus save lime and enhance overall Trade. Environmental Clearance, Consent lo
Eslablish and Consent to operate are received. Which insures sustainability of the environmenil
and makes Eco-Friendly Port.

Status
The coastal berth is completed by 30™ March, 2021. Appointment of operator for Coastal Berth
along with Shallow Water Berth through PPP is in process.

Development of Additional Liquid Cargo Jetty

To meet the growing demand of the liquid cargo JNPA has decided to develop a liquid jetty of 4.5
MTPA. The jetty will have twin berths to handle 70,000 DWT vessels on one side and 25,000
DWT wvessels simulianecusly on both sides of the jetty. The EPC work is award to Mis. ITD
Cementlation at award cost of Rs. 181 Crs.

Benefits of the Project

Capacity enhancemenl of 4.5 Million Tons of liquid cargo in JNPA. The waiting period of vessels
shall be reduced and it shall benefit the imporiers.

13.1 Thefollowing development projects were under implementation during this
year

13.1.1 Development of Fourth Container Terminal at JN Port

M/s Bharat Mumbai Container Terminals Pvt. Ltd. (PSA) was awarded the
development of Fourth Container Terminal on a DBFOT basis through a Concession
Agreement on 8" May 2014. The project comprises of two phases — each phase
comprises 1 Km of quay line, dredging of maneuvering area, 12 quay cranes, 46
RTG Yard cranes, and 4 RMGC cranes for its rail yard generating capacity of 2.4
Million TEU each (total4.8 MTEU). The costof phase |l is Rs.4719 Crs and estimated
cost of Phase -1l is 3196 Crs. As per schedule, the work of Phase | was completed on
22™ December 2017 and put into operation with a capacity of 30 MTPA. The
commencement Phase |l of 30 MTPA capacity is getting delayed due to Covid -19
pandemic. The work commenced on 17.04.2022 after receipt of amendment in EC
for revised layout and after fulfilment of conditions precedent.

13.1.2 Development of Greenfield Port at Vadhavan, Maharashtra

Maharashtra has only two major ports i.e. Mumbai and Jawaharlal Nehru Port
(JNPA) and Mumbai Port are constrained in the evacuation of cargo for the past
several decades due to the development of the city around it as well as due to limited
depths in the harbour which allows only up to 15 mirs draft ships to berth. The
Arabian coast at Vadhavan towards the north of Mumbai is most suitable and ideal
for the development of a new port where natural a depth of 20 Meters is available at
a distance of about 4 % nautical miles. The location is about 12 Km from the National
Railway grid and about 34 Km from NH8. The JNPA has proposed to develop
Vadhavan Port along with the participation of Govt of Maharashtra (Maharashtra
Maritime Board) and an MoU was signed on 5" June 2015 to set up a new port at
Vadhavan as a Major Port to be notified under the Indian Ports Act 1808 by
Government of India. This portwill be jointly implemented by JNPA and Maharashtra
Maritime Board with a shareholding of 74% and 26% respectively. The port will be
developed based on Landlord Port model.

Benefits of the Project

Development of a new major port at the West coast of India, with a draft of 18
Meters, for handling all cargos.
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Status

In principle approved for seething up of Greenfield Port project in Vadhavan in Feb.
2020.

The notification of Vadhavan Port as major port is published in the official Gazetted of

Rail connectivity & road connectivity are planned to be implemented through DFCC &
NHAI respectively.

13.1.3 Construction of Coastal Berth

To give momentum to coastal shipping, the Govt of India has decided to have coastal
vessel berth every major port which is to be located in the shallower portion where large
International ships cannot come, to accommodate the coastal vessel wherein the cargo
handling shall be free from custom and immigration formalities. Responding 1o this
requirement, JNPA has taken up the project of 'Coastal Berih'.

Benefits of the Project

The work comprises of construction of 250 m long Coastal Berth with 2 trestles 94 m
long each with backup area reclamation of 11 hectares. Dredging to achieve a dredged
depth of 11 m-at Berth pocket and backside of the berth is completed for handling port
crafts with a dredged depth of 6m below CD. Capacity for handling liquid cargo of 1.5
MTPA and General Coastal cargo of 1 MTPA. It will reduce the delays caused due to
Port related paperwork and customs formalities thus save time and enhance overall
Trade. Environmental Clearance, Consent to Establish and Consent to operate are
received

Status

The coastal berth is completed by 317 March, 2021. Appointment of operator for Coastal
Berth along with Shallow Water Berth through PPP mode is in process the
vessels are being handled at coastal birth.

13.1.4 Development of Additional Liquid Cargo Jetty

To meet the growing demand of the liquid cargo JNPA has decided to develop a liquid
jetty of 4.5 MTPA. The jetty will have twin berths to handie 70,000 DWT vessels on one
side and 25,000 DWT vessels simultaneously on both sides of the jetty. The EPC work
is award to M/s. ITD Cementation at award cost of Rs. 181 Crs.
The work is in progress.

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13.1.5SEZPlot Development

the-art infrastructure to boost export-oriented industries in India. Being close to
JNPA, the project promises ready availability of raw material, access to global
markets, and strong multi-modal connectivity. Access to upcoming multi-modal
infrastructure projects including New Mumbai airport, DFC rail corridor, Trans-
harbor road link further increases the attractiveness of JNPA SEZ as a
manufacturing destination. JNPA SEZ aims to set a new benchmark in port-led
industrialization, and thus play a key role in the Ministry of Shipping's Sagarmala
vision of 'Port led Industrialization’. The SEZ has investment opportunity for various
sector, like Food processing, Engineering, Cosmetics, Auto components,
Pharmaceuticals amongst others. There is also a Free Trade Warehousing Zone
being developed which will further accentuate this value of this project.

JNPA SEZ has a geocentric advantage of being well-connected locally and globally.
It has the location advantage of being near Mumbai, the economic capital of India.
Being less than 5 km away from the JNPA Port, this industrial zone has direct access
to global markets via JNPA's Container Terminals.

(2) International Maritime Dangerous
Goods (IMDG), 18 th November to 10" December 2021 & (3) Perishable logistics,
15" November to 2™ December 2021 were organized, and total 101 delegates from
Major Ports, Private Ports/Terminals, Shipping Lines and any other organization in
these three online seminars were participated.

Under the Apprenticeship Act, 1961, the Port engaged 34 Graduate/Diploma
Apprentices in Engineering branches & Trade Apprentices under Various Trades.
Total expenditure incurred during the financial year comes to Rs. 40,73 ,640/-
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13.12 Hospital :

During the year, JNPA hospital undertook the following health awareness
programme ;.

Pulse Polio Immunization(PP1) : These program's are conducted from time to time,
with the help of the State Health Authorities and as per the guidelines of the National
Immunization Program, achieving 100™% immunization, as per the schedule
declared by Govt. of India and monthly immunization and well baby clinics as perthe
universal immunization programme (National Health Program).

Covid services : JNPA hospital was designated as DCHC centre, & Covid
admissions were commissioned in Sept 2020 till March 2022 & about 950 Covid
cases were admitted & treated. Apart from this, we provided Swab test services,
fever OPD, & home isolation services.

13.13 Management Services:

Management Services seclion is primarily responsible for providing all computerization and
communication needs of the port. The Information and Communications Technology (ICT)
plays a significant role by leveraging ils benefits for efficient operations of port planning and
other operational activities. To keep pace with the growing needs for IT enabled services in
JNPA, a master plan has been devised to upgrade its IT Infrastructure and communications
resources including Data Centre, Servers, Network backbone with necessary redundancy,
its supporting system & application software systems.

In order to facilitate the trade, Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) message exchange related
to Vessels. Coentainers. Cusioms and Finance have been implemented as a part of Port
Community Systems (PCS) through its web portal. It is now known as PCS IX and is being
migrated to National Logistics Portal (NLP). Also, web based applications i.e. Liquid Terminal
Operating System (TOS), eForm 13, ICD portal and FOCUS, SPARCS N4 have been hosted
for agenis/operators fo provide details of the vessels, confainers and the equipment
information and entering of container details from their desk in order to avoid duplicate
entries and smooth operations at the Terminal.

In order to have network redundancy, Radio Frequency link between critical locations have
been established. Further, as part of wireless communications requirements for port
operations JNPA have upgraded from VHF to UHF based communications in order ta have
digital voice clarity and addressing the communications security concerns.

JNPA have implemented SAP-Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) which has been
migrated to 54 HANA on SAP Cloud w. e. . 17th Feb. 2022 with its necessary integration with
other critical application like SPARCS N4, PCS, National Logistic Portal (NLP) and Aadhar
based Biometric' Time Altendance. The ICT Upgradation project will enable the Top
Management to have an interface for Business Intelligence & Analysis, for an effective
Decision Support System.
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e-office, Govl. of India's e-Governance initiative has been implemented across JNPA and
have achieved a 100% success of complete paperless file/document management system.
This has been migrated on Railtel cloud.

Mobile App has been facilitated for Porl Cuslomers lo track container, traffic status around
JNPA, Vessel on Berth elc.

Slate of the Art Container Terminal Data Center provides reliable IT services to port
customer, meeting all the required IT security compliance, for a secured & resilient ICT
Infrastructure for critical port Operalion.

Further, JNPA have implemenled a comprehensive IP based CCTV port security
surveillance system for the port Area, covering all vital installation, to safeguard its critical
infrastructure. As part of the project, a central command and control room have been set-up
al the North gate complex, for monitoring all port activities from port security stand point, lo
compile loits ISPS requirement,

JNPA's cyber Security posture is reviewed regularly and no. of solulion have been
deployed/enhanced (o project the ICT Infrastructure. Also

JNPA have deployed Security Informalion and Event Management (SIEM) solution with
Security Operations Center Services and Web Application Firewall (WAF ) in order to comply
Cyber Security requirements.

In an effori lo streamline the gate operalion process, RFID based Gale Automation system
have been implemented, to reduce the human intervention and for smooth gate operalions.

To facililate 1o JNPA's cuslomer needs, an Information Call Centre have been made
operaltional. Further, the ICT infrastructure has been provisioned al the new office al Express
Tower, Mumbai

JNPA is equipped with IP based Video Conferencing System and 4 nos. Digital EPABXs
syslem along with the redundancy in communication link, in order to meet all required
communication requirements, forits efficient functioning.

FOCUS billing application have been deployed for invoicing of all operational services
rendered by JNPA and integrating with S4 HANA and GST porial, as per Gol mandate, for
IRN invoicing.

During the COVID-19 pandemic times, JNPA have conducted all meetings on virtual platform

and have deployment requisite ICT infrastructure for facilitating for virtual meetings /

Webinars etc. which is continued now.

Under the smart Port Initiative program, JNPA have identified key activities forits
implementation, for its transformation journey to SMART PORT and will be
undertaken for its implementation in phased manner.

\essel Relaled Charges and Cargo Related Charges at
{a) & (b) above are recognized immediately on
completion of the services to be rendered. For vessels
and related cargo, where the service is not completed at
the end of the accounting period, the revenue Is
recognized in the next accounting period. This is as per
the completed service contract method under AS-9
(Revenue Recognition). Dwell time income at (c) is
racognized only when the cargo deparis from the Port
premises, for the period the cargo was in the Port, after
reducing any free pariod applicable. Dwell time charges
are not acerued on day to day basis.

For Estate Related Charges, rents are payable per
month or part thersof. Therefore, rental income is
recognized in the beginning of the month. In the case of
water charges. where the charge is fixed the income is
recognized in the beginning of the month and where the
consumption is dependent on the meter reading,
revenue is recognized on the billing done in the
subseguent month. Inthe case of electricity, income is
recognized on billing |.e. in the subsequent month. SEZ
income is recognised on execulion of lease agreement
between Portand lessee.

Interest on Bonds, Fixed Deposils is recognized on
accrual basis.

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The Arbitra! Tribunal has given in award in favour of
LCBUA in May 2012 in respect of common issued
against JNPT. Port has filed appeal against the said

award and the matter is sub-judice in the Hon'ble High

Court, In the inveice raised upto March, 2008 in-respect
of penalty for Minimum Guaranteed Throughput (MGT)
have been disputed. During FY. 2009- 2010 a decision
had been taken not raise bills in respect of wharfage on
shortfall in Minimum Guaranteed Throughput of Tank
Farm Dperators. However, calculation of MGT s
workout on yearly basis and the same is mentioned in
Annual Accounts by the way of Noles toAccounts.

All other income including interest on employes
advances are recognized on cash basis in keeping with
need to be conservative and prudent.

Fixed Assets

Fixed asseis are slated in the bocks at historical value,
based on actual cost consisting of construction cost,
purchase price inciuding import duties, other taxes and
directly attributable cost of bringing the asset to is
working condition far its intended use.

In the case of assets capitalized during the period of
construction, interest accrued on loans till the date of
commissioning ie. 26th May 1989 has also been
capitalized. All expenses upto Date of Commissioning of
the project have been capitalized.

Administration and other general overhead expenses,
unless they are specifically attributable and directly
identifiable with the project/assets, are excluded from
the cost of fixad assets.

Profit/(Loss) on sale/disposal of Fixed assels are
accounted for in the Profit and Loss Account.

Assets are capitalised only on receipt of completion
certificate from the department averseeing implementation
of the project or purchase of the asset

Leased Assetz- As per AS-19 of the ICAl, assets leased
under a financial lease during accounting periods
commencing on or after 1.4.2001, should be capitalized.
JNPT had certain leased assets, in the nature of
Financial Lease, leased in 1995 and 1997, Thersfore,
they were not covered by the standard and the lease
paymenis were charged to the Profit and Loss/iRevenue
Account. Upon expiry of lease period these assets have
been capitalized in our books of accounts for a token
sum of Re. 1 'each to have control and identifving fulure
capital expenditure. Since the lease period has expired
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inAug'o7, future lease payments are not indicated in the
notes to Account,

Write-off of Fixed Assets- Fixed assets are writlen off
only after proper authorization as required under clause
98A of the Major Port Trusts Act and the Delegation of
Powers for write-off of assets. Profit / Loss on sale of
Assets is recognised accordingly.

Depreciation
Depreciation of fixed assets is provided on straighi-line
basis based on the economic fife of assets given in the
directives/circulars/guidelines issued by the
Governmenl,

Assets capitalized during the year are depreciated as
follows:

Investments

The Port's investments broadly consist of the following:-

The investment in PSU Bonds have been made al par
and generally in the nature of long term invesiments io
be redeemed on maturity at par value. Therefore, they
are valued at cost (par value).

Retirement Benefits

Pension, Gratuity and leave encashment liability to
employees are provided for on accrual basis based on
acluarial valuation done once in three years.
Contributions are made lo Fension Fund and Gratuity
Fund created in Trusts set up for this purpose and the
funds are managed by LIC of Indla. The leave
encashment liability has also been provided for we.f,
31st March'2004 and annual contributions are being
made to the Leave Encashment fund managed by LIC of
India.

Annual contribution to be made shall not be less than the

The latest acturial valuation of liability of &l the three

Employers confribution lo Contributory Provident Fund
are charged to the Profit & Loss Acoount.

The amounts recovered from the members of General
FProvident Fund towards Provident Fund are lransferred
to Provident Fund Trust formed for this purpose.

Interest on Investments

Unfil the year 2002-03, interest eamed on investment
was credited to Revenue Account. At the insistence of
audit. and as per the requirements of the Billimoria
Report, the interest earmed on investments pertaining fo
the following reserves were credited directly to the
reserves in financlal year 2003-04.

Reserve for replacement, renabilitation and modernization
ofcapital assets.

Reserve for development, repayment of leans and
contingencies.

This was a change in accaunting policy, and the impactis
disclosed inthe Notes on Accounts forthe year 2003-04.

The Port was not in agreement with the method
prascribed by the Billimoria Report and therefore sought
the opinicn of the Expert Advisory Committee of the
Institute of Chartered Accountanis of India. Expert
Advisory Committee opined that the earlier practice
followed by Port is correct. Therefore, with the approval
of CAG, the Port is crediting the interest to revenue
accounts then making appropriation below the line as
per earlier praclice.

Inventories

Inventaries mainly consist of maintenance spares, tools
and consumables and are valued at cost determined an
moving average method, The lolal inventory also
includes inventories lying at sub stores.

Borrowing Costs

Borrowing costs that are directly atiributable to the
acquisition, constructions of assets are capitalized tilltha
date on which the asset is commissioned. Interest on
lcans after capitalization is charged to Revenue on
accrual basis.
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Foreign Currency Transactions

Foreign currency transactions for import of spares and
capital equipment are recorded at the exchange rate

prevailing on the date of the transaction. Till FY 2015-

16, Port had neither borrowed in foreign currency nor
had entered into any forward contraclts. However,
during FY 2016-17, the Porl has availed Exlernal
Commercial Barrowings (ECB) of USD 400 Million for
On-lending to the Mumbai JNPFT Port Road Company
Limited (MJPRCL), a special purpose vehicle created for
impiementation of road widening project comprising
expansion of existing 4 lane roads to 6/8 lane roads for

improving connectivity to the Jawaharial Nehru Port.

Also, the Port has cerlain incomes like vesssl related
charges and dwell time charges on container which are
denominated in US$, but collected in Indian Rupees
using the reference rate of RB! -as on date of entry of
vessel into Port. For export containers, the exchange
rate shall be as on the date of arrival of containers in the
Fort premises.

Accordingly, timing differences
mainly on account of depreciation, items covered under
Sec 43 (B) of the Income Tax Acl, 1961 and on account
of SEZ income received in advance resulting in Deferred
TaxAsseis and liabilities, charges and credits have bean
recognized inthe accounts,

EXTERMAL COMMERCIAL BORROWINGS FOR ON-

JNPA has availed External Commercial Borrowings
(ECB) of USD 400 Millian for On-lending to the Mumbai
JNPT Port Road Company Limited (MJPRCL), a special
purpose vehicle for implementation of road widening
project comprising 6/8 laning of existing road
connectivity to the Jawaharlal Mehru Port. JNPA helds
51% paid up equity share capital in MJPRCL.

ECE is split into USD 350 Million from SBI, Hong Konig
and USD 50 Million from DBS, Singapore at Floating
Interest Rate of 6 Month LIBOR + Spread. Facility
agreement has been signed on 12.08.2016 between
JMPAand the Lenders Bank (i.e. SBI&DBS).

Revenue collection from: toll is not matching with
schedule repayment of loan, interest and other ECB
expense. Therefore restructuring of Rupee Term: loan
facility agreement with MJPRCL are in process.

12. LEASE RENTALS FROM TANK FARM OPERATORS

Cne of the major areas of concern reflected in the
Balance Sheel is the long pending outstanding from
Tank Farm Operators on account of Lease Rentals. The
matter regarding the dispule related to the variation in
the lease rent escalation, lease period, payment of MGT
etc. was referred to Arbitration in 2005, The Arbitral
tribunal has given an award in faver of LCBUA in May
2012 in respect of commen issued against JNPA. Port
has filled appeal against the said award and matter is
sub-judice: in the Hon'ble High court. In respect of
individual matter the Arbitrator has given anaward on 8th
June, 2018 against JNPA, JNPA has filed an appeal
againsl the said award in Hor'ble High court and the
matter |s sub-judice in the Hon'ble High court.

With the approval of the Competent Authority, JNPA has
decided to raise tha bills as par the Arbitration Tribunal
Award w.e.f. 1stApril, 2021 to avoid huge outflow of GST
and Income Tax. Accordingly, Porl has issued the bills as
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per the Arbitration Award rate t¢ All Tank Farm
Operators. The differential billing Le. JNPA Allotment
rate and Arbitration rate will be raised are subject to
outcome of the Appeal filled by JNPA. The total
outstanding on account of Way-Leave, Buried Pipelina
and Water Charges; (Excluding MGT) as on 31.3.2022
Rs. 568.18 Crores.

The Invoices raised In respect of penalty for Minimum
Guaranteed Throughput (MGT) have been disputed and
no amountis fortheoming and the entire matter has been
referred for High Courtfarbitration. The High Court /
arbifration proceedings are still in progress. The total
amount due from Tank Farm Operators onaccount of MGT
alone stands at Rs. 309 Crores as on 31.03.2022 and of
whichRs.143 46 Crores forms parl of Currenl Assels.

PENALINTEREST ON OUTSTANDING DUES

As per the directions of the Tariff Authority for Major Port,
Port is to charge penal interest on outstanding from
customers. However, inthe case of Eslate Rentals, both
Tank Farm and others most of the outstanding are
disputed and the matter is yet to be resolved. When the
principal itself is disputed, charging penal interast on the
principal has not been considered proper. As per the
Accounting Standard-3, "Revenue Recognilion”, if at the
time of rendering of services or sale there is significant
uncertainly in ultimate collection of the revenue then the
revenue recognition is postponed and in such cases
revenue should be recognized only when it becomes
reasonably certain that ullimate collection will be made:
Accordingly the same is not charged on Estate Rentals,
Tankfarm & MGT outstanding.

However, Portis charging Penal interest to non-disputed
customers at the rate of 15% ie. as per SOR. The
Revenue is recognized at the time of closer of customer
account.

SHEDS /| OTHER ASSETS HAMDED OVER TO BOT
OPERATOR

As per lerms of agreement with GTIPL [ APM Terminal,
Bulk storage sheds have been handed over lo them
which could be demalished for creation of yard and other
facilities. In addilion, cerlain other assels like wagon
loading platform, canteens etc. have also been handed
over to them. These assets will not revert back to the Port
in the same form in which they were handed over. Lease
rentals are being collected an such assets along with all
other asseis handed over, Hence, these asseis have
been removed from fixed assets register and shown
separately as 'Sheds/Assets handed over to BOT
operator GTIPL [ APM Terminal for modification,” The
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WDV of these assels was Rs.54.53 Crs. at the time of
handing over. These assels are being amortised equally
over a period of 30 years. The amartised value of these
gaseteason 31.03. 2022 is Rs 2272 crores.

Similarly expanditure incurred on account of extension
of container berth towards north of NSICT by 330
metres(NSIGT) was Rs,5.23 Crores as on 31ST March
18 | the same has been amortised in equal instalments
over the remaining period of lease and amortised value
ofthese assalsason 31.03.2022 is Rs. 3.38 crofes.

This Separate Audit Report (SAR) contains the

The above represents the book value (net of salvage
value) of three Rail Mounted Quayside Cranes
{RMQC) numbered 6, 7 & 8 which suffered total
damage on account of collapse during a cyclonic
storm on 5 August 2020. Subseguently, the three
damaged RMQCs ware disposad-off through open
tender to Mfs Symcom Exim foran amount of Rs. 5.25
crores. Since the asset was no more in existence, tha
amount should have been written off.

This has resulted in overstatement of RMQCs
destroyed in accident with carresponding
oversiatement of profit for the year by Rs. 52.94 crore.

of the enterprise. It was however observed that cash
outflow from Special Voluntary Retirement Scheme
amounting to Rs.215.92 crore has not been disclosed
separately in the Cash flow statement.

As per para 40 of AS 3-Cash Flow Statements,
Invesling and financing transactions that do nol
require the use of cash ar cash eguivalents should be
excluded from a cash flow statement. Such
transactions should be disclosed elsewhere in the
financial statements in a way that provides all the
refevani information about these investing and
financing activities. However, non-gash items -
Rs.1896.40 crore representing changes in 'Interest
accrued’, has been included under cash flow from
Investing activities. Also, Rs. 4.15 crore being 'Interest
aceruad but not due’, a non-cash item is also included
under cash flow from financing activities.

Cash flow from financing activities also wrongly depict

Bank Reconciliation Statement as on 31 March 2022
in respect of 17 Bank Accounts furnished by JNPT
indicated several items pending adjustment since
1899, which pointed to weak internal conlrol. This is
being highlighted through SARS from 2017-18
onwards but the Port is yet lo take appropriate
remeadial action.

There were several outstanding items pending
adjustment for a long period of time. For instance,
advances of T7.10crore given {o varous parties are
remaihing unadjusted from 1888. Also, an amount of

Cash and bank balances includes an amount of 20,04
crore being the amount of “Cheques sent for collection
but not yet cleared”, which were pertaining to the
pericd March 1989 to March 2009 and has been
retained in the Financial Statements without
reconciliation. The observation was being included in
SAR since 2017-18.

Confirmation of balances outslanding as on
31.3.2022 from Sundry Debtors and Sundry Creditors
have not been oblained (except in few cases) by the
Fort. In the absence of the above, the veracity of
amount of Debtors and Creditors appearing in the
Financial Statements could not be confirmed by Audit,

Physical verification of Fixed Assets

Paort has furnished physical verification report of PEM
(Workshop), Container Terminal, and Hospital
Department. In the absence of repori from other
departments i.e. PPAD, Traffic, Finance, Maring,
Administration etc., Audit is unable to comment on
veracity of amount of fixed assets.
