Currently, JNPA operates five container terminals - NSFT, NSICT, NSIGT, BMCT and
APMT. The Port also has a Shallow Water Berth for general cargo. A Liquid Cargo Terminal
present at the JNPA Port is managed by the BPCL-IOCL consortium and the additional liquid
cargo terminal developed by JNPA will be operated by M/s JSW - NPT Liquid Terminal Pvt.
Ltd. Additionally, the newly constructed coastal berth links other Indian ports and facilitates
enhancing the traffic of coastal containers.

Nestled across 277 hectares of land, JNPA also operates a meticulously designed
multi-product SEZ, with state-of-the-art infrastructure, to boost export-oriented industries in
India.

JNPA is also developing an all-weather, deep-draft, greenfield port at Vadhvan, the 13th
Major Port of India in Maharashtra. It is poised to be among the top 10 ports globally and
will be a 100% green port since its inception.
